�EGYPT

 Egypt is one of the largest countries in the
Middle East. It is full of ancient history. It’s often
called the land of the pyramids.

Pyramids are over 45 stories tall, built as
tombs for ancient Pharaohs.  Archaeologists
guess that it took 100,000 people over 20 years to
build them.  And they’re 4000 years old.

There’s more. The mighty Nile is the longest
river in the world. It’s over 4000 miles long. Most
of the cities in Egypt
are build along the
Nile River. Cairo,
Egypt’s capital city is
one of the ten largest
cities on the planet.

While Egypt is
famous for its
