�ISLAM
Most people in the Middle East belong to the

religion called Islam. It is the second largest
religion in the world, after Christianity.

The people who practice Islam are called
Muslims. The Koran, their holy book, teaches
them to do five important things, called “The
Pillars of Islam”:

1) To PROFESS there is no God but Allah
2) To PRAY five times a day (usually facing east

toward Mecca)
3) To GIVE money to people in need
4) To FAST all day, every day during the month of

Ramadan (but they feast all
night)

5) To make a PILGRIMAGE to
Mecca in Saudi Arabia, the
birthplace of Mohammed, the
founder of Islam.

TRY THIS AT HOME:  On one
day this coming week, try praying five times
(morning, noon, midafternoon, sunset, and
nightfall). Pray for Muslims to know Jesus.
